Hi Dan,

To run your application on another computer, you must change the permissions.  Right-click the project folder that is located in C:\inetpub\wwwroot. 
A pop-up window appears.  Select the "Properties" menu-item.  Another window appears.  Select the "Web Sharing" tab.    Then select the radio button called "Share this folder".   
Another window appears.  Select the "Directory browsing" checkbox and the "Execute" radio button.   Then press the OK button located in the open windows.   That should fix the problem!

	How do I embed a Picture or Graphic in my Announcements or Discussion Board?     
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The Announcement and Discussion Boards accept HTML. All graphics need an HTML reference called an image source tag. 

In order to use the image source method of imbedding an image, first type up the text you want to accompany the image, making sure to leave a space for the image; and then check the checkbox that is labeled "View HTML Source"(appearing to the right of the font size selection dropdown menu). After the HTML tags appear, use an image soucre tag to imbed the image you wish the other students to view. 

Sample image source tag (make sure you use the greather-than and less-than symbols):

Note: The image source tags only work for images that are posted on other web sites. Students will not be able to view images that are stored on your hard disk, or those posted in your Drop Box or in your E-mail.
